The Cathedral Choir comprises 32 voices — 12 staff singers and 20 volunteers. The
choir rehearses each Thursday from 6:30-8:30, and sings in services every Sunday
morning at 11, the first Sunday of each month at 4pm, and for other special occasions.
Staft singers receive $80 per appearance and are W2 employees of the church.

For
the audition, I would like to hear:

* Staft singers: Two contrasting solos from the oratorio or art song repertoire
Volunteers: One solo from oratorio or art song, or a choral excerpt

* The Agnus Dei from the Byrd Mass for Four Voices, attached to this document
¢ Sight-reading a choral piece from our repertoire
