If you
prefer to receive a blessing, come forward and cross your arms over your chest. Let the priest or
minister know if you would need a gluten-free wafer. We are also happy to bring Communion to
you if you are unable to come to the altar rail. Please let an usher know if this would be helpful
for you.

PARKING

On Sundays, reduced-rate parking is available at R.O.W. Parking Garage (50 E. Ohio) for
$2 for up to six hours from the time of entering the garage. Discounts are also available for
all-day parking at Ohio Ontario Self Park (33 W. Ontario) for $11. To receive a reduced-
rate parking voucher, please go to the welcome table in the narthex or the reception desk
in the Welcome Center.

They wanted
Gentile followers to be circumcised, and they said, “You stayed in the homes of Gentiles, and you
even ate with them!”

Then Peter told them exactly what had happened: I was in the town of Joppa and was praying
when I fell sound asleep and had a vision. I saw heaven open, and something like a huge sheet
held by its four corners came down to me. When I looked in it, I saw animals, wild beasts, snakes,
and birds. I heard a voice saying to me, “Peter, get up! Kill these and eat them.”
