HOLY GOSPEL

Gospeller ~ The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Matthew. (20:20-28)

The wife of Zebedee came to Jesus with her sons. She bowed before him and asked him to do
something for her. Jesus asked, “What do you want!” She said, “Promise that one of my sons will
sit at your right side and the other will sit at your left side in your kingdom.”
