For the past 26 years, one of the main outreach programs of St. James Cathedral has been
Summer In The City. This summer camp has introduced hundreds of children to the
wonders of a summer enrichment program right in the heart of Chicago. The adventures
open young people’s minds, build new friendships, and create memories for the rest of their
lives. We offer this camp free of charge so that children who are otherwise unable to have this
kind of life-changing experience are able to do so. This has been made possible by the
donations Summer In The City receives from church members. We are writing to ask you to

prayerfully consider financially supporting this ministry.

SITC 2025 is from July 21 to August 1. We welcome 35 campers who are eager to learn and
have fun, along with our counselors who will develop leadership skills. They participate in
indoor and outdoor activities, art, service projects and more! We are proud and excited that
the community partnership with St. Martin’s Episcopal Church and St. James Cathedral
continues to develop. Both parishes bring great gifts and talents to SITC. Members of both
churches will be volunteering and we will be hosting activities at St. James and St. Martin’s in
addition to the off-site adventures. August 3 at St. James will be SITC Sunday, our annual

worship with the campers, followed by a picnic for everyone.

SITC makes a difference. Campers use the lessons they learn here at home, at school, and

even at first jobs. Friendships they forge remind them how much they are valued. They go on
to mentor other young people, sharing these gifts even further. Again, these are life-changing effects, and we can make
it possible again this year with your help: by volunteering, by spreading the word, and contributing financially. It takes
about $35,000 to run this camp. The cathedral budget underwrites 20% of the cost and the rest comes from donations.

Liturgy of the Word

FIRST READING
A Reading from the Second Book of Kings. (1:1-2,6-14)

Now when the Lord was about to take Elijah up to heaven by a whirlwind, Elijah and Elisha were
on their way from Gilgal.

Then Elijah said to him, “Stay here, for the Lord has sent me to the Jordan.” But he said, “As the
Lord lives and as you yourself live, I will not leave you.” So the two of them went on. Fifty men of
the company of prophets also went and stood at some distance from them, as they both were
standing by the Jordan. Then Elijah took his mantle and rolled it up and struck the water; the
water was parted to the one side and to the other, and the two of them crossed on dry ground.

When they had crossed, Elijah said to Elisha, “Tell me what I may do for you before I am taken
from you.” Elisha said, “Please let me inherit a double share of your spirit.” He responded, “You
have asked a hard thing, yet if you see me as [ am being taken from you, it will be granted you; if
not, it will not.”

SERMON The Rev. Michael R. Sullivan
President & CEQO, Kanuga Conference Center



In 325, the first ecumenical council of the Church established the Nicene Creed as a universal statement of
faith for every Christian. Through the 20th century, international ecumenical councils, biblical scholars, and
language experts worked together to achieve the most accurate English translation. In 2018, The Episcopal
Church voted to include this version in our prayer book to reclaim the original meaning of the Nicene Creed.
Notice, for example, that "he" pronouns for the Holy Spirit were not in the Creed as originally written,
therefore this version also does not include them.

Please stand.

NICENE CREED

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is,
seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father,
God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being
with the Father; through him all things were made. For us and for our salvation he came down
from heaven, was incarnate of the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary and became truly human.
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the
third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is
seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living and the
dead, and his kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father, who
with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified, who has spoken through the prophets.
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the
forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.
Amen.

Reader Lord, in your mercy,
All Hear our prayer.
The presider concludes, praying

Almighty God, to whom our needs are known before we ask: Help us to ask only what accords
with your will; and those good things which we dare not, or in our blindness cannot ask, grant us
for the sake of your Son Jesus Christ our Lord.

And we offer our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving to you, O Lord of all; presenting to you,
from your creation, this bread and this wine.

We pray you, gracious God, to send your Holy Spirit upon these gifts that they may be the
Sacrament of the Body of Christ and his Blood of the new Covenant. Unite us to your Son in his
sacrifice, that we may be acceptable through him, being sanctified by the Holy Spirit. In the
fullness of time, put all things in subjection under your Christ, and bring us to that heavenly
country where, with all your saints, we may enter the everlasting heritage of your sons and
daughters; through Jesus Christ our Lord, the firstborn of all creation, the head of the Church,
and the author of our salvation.
