ST. JAMES MEALS

Neighbors and volunteers of St. James gather twice per month to shop, cook, and open our
dining room for guests to enjoy the hospitality of a sitdown meal. Much more than a feeding
program, this ministry focuses on lifting up the dignity of our fellow human beings.

MEALS AMONG US

Every Sunday, volunteers make sandwiches and pack lunches, which are then delivered to
multiple sites to feed people in need. On the third Sundays of the month, our Sunday School
children participate in this feeding ministry as part of their Christian formation.

TASKFORCE

As part of our ministry partnership with St. Martin's in the Austin neighborhood of Chicago, St.
James provides funding, meals, clothing, and more to TaskForce Prevention & Community
Services, supporting LGBTQ+ youth in need of housing, healthcare, and other essential services.

SUMMER IN THE CITY

For over 25 years, St. James has organized a summer enrichment camp, with fun and educational
activities for children in the city. This is provided free-of-charge so that any child can have access
to a life-changing camp experience and forge lasting bonds.

BOMBAS SOCKS

As the only Bombas Socks distributor in River North, St. James not only
supplies clean, warm socks to people in need but also handles the logistics of
sharing socks with ministry partners and other social service organizations
throughout the city.
