CHILDREN IN WORSHIP 
Children are always welcome at St. James. We also offer nursery care with a changing station for 
parents of our youngest members. There is an open space to the front right of the pews for 
children to play under your supervision. 

HOLY COMMUNION 
We offer God’s gracious gift of Holy Communion to anyone who wishes to receive it. If you 
prefer to receive a blessing, come forward and cross your arms over your chest. Let the priest or 
minister know if you would need a gluten-free wafer or alcohol-free wine. We are also happy to 
bring Communion to you if you are unable to come to the altar rail. Please let a priest know if 
this would be helpful for you. 

PARKING 
On Sundays, reduced-rate parking is available at R.O.W. Parking Garage (50 E. Ohio) for 
$2 for up to six hours from the time of entering the garage. Discounts are also available for 
all-day parking at Ohio Ontario Self Park (33 W. Ontario) for $11. To receive a reduced-
rate parking voucher, please go to the welcome table in the narthex or the reception desk 
in the Welcome Center.
